Thus
Gennaro argues for an overall philosophical theory of consciousness while applying it to other significant
issues not usually addressed in the philosophical literature on consciousness. Most cognitive science and
empirical works on such topics as concepts and animal consciousness do not address central philosophical
theories of consciousness. Gennaro's integration of empirical and philosophical concerns will make his
argument of interest to both philosophers and nonphilosophers.
